Mayor Bruton introduced this resolution by saying drainage culverts throughout the Village are a real problem.  As he discovered with the Rincon Loop project, some drainage culverts were only 6 to 8 inches.   Deputy Clerk Brown stated culverts approved by Bernalillo County were at least 18 inches which forced 18 inches of water and sediment to flow into 6 to 8 inches of Village culverts leading to back-up and overflow.   Clerk Wismer added that by adopting the Bernalillo County Rural Road Culvert Guideline, all future culverts would be designed to that standard and would line up better with existing Bernalillo County drainage systems.
